ITEM 6 – RESOLUTIONS

RESOLUTION 1 - Proposed by Pennine

a. Any proposed change to the Rules of the Association, prior to its initial one year trial, is put to the membership for a 30 day consultation period after which all representations are taken into account before formalising the trial rule.

b. At the end of the season, during which the proposed rule has been trialled, formal adoption of that rule should be by way of a majority vote at the AGM as per clause 5.2.1 of the UKPA Constitution.

RESOLUTION 2 – Proposed by Welsh Dragons

If a UKPA committee member is related by birth or marriage to a person applying for a position as squad manager and/or coach, then he or she cannot take part in any discussions or voting regarding that the appointment of that person to any official UKPA position as a manager and/or coach.

This rule also applies to any candidate who is also a UKPA committee member and is himself or herself up for team/squad selection themselves or is related by birth or marriage to a person up for team/squad selection where that squad manager and/or coach is involved.

RESOLUTION 3 – Proposed by Welsh Dragons

Rule 10g must be clarified by the Executive Committee as to its interpretation before the start of the 2007 season (substitute player rule).

RESOLUTION 4 – Proposed by Martin Brookes, Seconded by Shelley King

THE UKPA (OVERSEAS PLAYERS) RULES 1998

(Revised 2003)

The purpose of these Rules is to foster and promote the development of Polocrosse within the United Kingdom and to encourage home-based players,

REMOVE:

by restricting the number of non-home-based players competing on behalf of a club or other team in any Tournament or Match organised under the auspices of the UKPA,

whilst recognising the valuable contribution that overseas players have to make to Polocrosse in the UK and the rules shall be interpreted accordingly.

REMOVE:

No team playing in a competitive Polocrosse Tournament or Match in the UK shall be permitted to play more than one overseas player in any one section.

RESOLUTION 6 – Paper for Consideration/Discussion from the Welsh Region

At the AGM of the Wales region, the membership raised a number of points in relation to the development of the sport in Wales and the ability to access funding from the Welsh Assembly Government.

As an outcome of our deliberations the following proposals were tabled to be raised at the UKPA AGM.

1. The make up and role of the UKPA executive needs to be reviewed to enable the body established to take on a focused strategic role for the future development of the sport in the UK.

2. Remove the existing regional structure and introduce 4 regions – England, Wales, Scotland and N.Ireland, within each region, sub regional groups can be established e.g. N.Wales and South Wales, in England it could be Midlands South and North and each sub-region can promote and encourage new clubs and members in their areas operating under their regional committees. At present N.Ireland and Scotland do not exist but it would provide a vehicle for future growth and development of the sport. Perhaps a strategic goal for the executive to address as a priority.

This development could encourage the re-introduction of the inter-regional tournaments a vehicle to assess players of the same ages playing against each other. This was considered a stepping stone to achieving international selection and assisted selectors in the execution of their duties.

This approach would mirror that found in Australia where state teams play in the State Championships held every 2 years, and their executive for Polocrosse Australia comprises representatives from all areas across Australia. Perhaps a model we could mirror.

If the sport is to grow in the UK a new role for the executive is essential with Regional Committees taking over the responsibility for the sport in their locations.

3. Each region to develop operational plans to embed the strategic goals set by the executive which will strengthen the regional networks.

4. Invitations to the Executive for squads to represent the UK could be developed as now but comprising the best players from each of the countries making up UKPA.

5. The executive of UKPA would remain the overarching managing agent for the sport in the UK and would liaise with IPC and other national overseas PX committees.

PROPOSAL

1. Reconstitute the UKPA executive committee to facilities a strategic overview of PX and its development in the UK.

UKPA executive to be responsible for the interpretation of the rules and regulations associated with the game and to deal with all matters related to this responsibility.

2. Adopt a new regional structure comprising:

· England

· Wales

· Scotland

· N. Ireland

      With sub-regions as clubs within the region.

3. Regional committees to develop and implement operational plans for the sport to support strategic goals set by the executive. This will encourage more people to become involved in the shaping of the sport in the future.

4. Re-assess tournament schedule to introduce regional championships with progression every 2 years to a National Inter-regional Championship with perhaps an invited team from overseas to encourage more participation and to encourage a sponsor Interest.
